Vocabulary to Know


-- republic: form of government where citizens choose own leader, do duty by participating in government

-- Pax Romana: 200 years of Roman Peace, started by Augustus; made reforms, food for the poor, protected by large army

-- aqueducts: structure built by Romans to bring water to cities from far away 

-- Byzantine Empire: became Eastern Roman Empire, capital Constantinople, Eastern Orthodox Church split from Catholic Church


-- schism: separate from or split from something, Eastern Orthodox Church of Byzantines split from Catholic Church of Rome


-- barbarian: Germanic tribes that invaded weak Roman Empire’s borders, such as Franks, Ostrogoths, Vandals, Visigoths


-- Western Roman Empire: capital is Rome, headquarters of Catholic Church, fell 476 AD/CE, many legacies


-- inflation: rising of prices of goods


-- barter: to trade for goods instead using money because of high prices

-- Augustus: first emperor, started 200 years of peace called Pax Romana


-- Diocletian:  first emperor to split empire, tried to make changes and reforms but failed

-- Constantine: emperor, helped spread Christianity, reforms were weak, moved capital from Rome to Byzantium, later named Constantinople

-- Theodosius: after death, permanently split Empire in 2 parts (a schism): Western Roman and Byzantine Empires

-- Justinian: law or legal code, saved Byzantine Empire from attack, married to Theodora


-- Theodora: helped women gain more rights

-- Ptolemy:  studied the stars and planets, mapmaker

-- architecture: columns, porches, triangle in buildings


-- religion: copied gods, changed names to Roman


-- science: engineering, medicine, anatomy, government, laws


-- art: plays, literature

-- influenced by Greek culture in architecture, religion

-- Pax Romana: Roman Peace, 200 years started by Augustus, large army, food for poor, reforms of government 


-- emperors: rule over different territories and culture


-- a republic form of government means citizens choose or vote for leaders, do their duty and participate in government, such as in USA today 

-- architecture: roads, arches, aqueducts, bridges, domes


-- Christianity: began and spread in Roman Empire; helped spread by Constantine becoming Christian


-- laws: “innocent until proven guilty”  ideas borrowed by US from Romans

Fall of Roman Empire Causes
Empire fell 476 AD/CE

-- internal weakness was political corruption and dishonest leaders

-- gold coins helped cause inflation (rising of prices), more bartering for goods

-- military and economic problems

Germanic Invasions of Empire

-- Germanic tribes from eastern Europe, northeast Europe


-- foreign invaders of Roman Empire; Franks, Visigoths, Vandals, Ostrogoths


-- wanted: warmer climate, grazing land for cattle, and liked Roman culture, wealth


-- Vandals enter and destroy city of Rome


-- Odoacer conquers Rome, empire falls in 476 AD/CE
VII.
Byzantine Empire




pgs. 157 – 165


-- “schism” is a split or separation from Catholic Church, church in Byzantine Empire split from Catholic Church

-- power struggle between emperors and popes over who was politically strongest and who would run the church

-- influenced by culture from east AND west, became prosperous from trade


-- overtime, grew more Greek and less Roman, lasted 1000 years longer than Western Roman Empire
