Denotation vs. Connotation

Denotation: (de- meaning down) the definition of the word written down in the dictionary

Connotation: (con- meaning with) the unspoken emotional connections that go along with the word. The word’s personality.

Connotation= slim, slender, lean, bony, skeletal, 

   emaciated, starved  
Denotation= child 

Connotation= youngster, child, kid, little one, 
    small fry, brat, urchin, juvenile
Practice as a class:
