I.  Research and Writing Directions: You will research and create a manuscript or book on 5 important parts (chapters) of the Middle Ages: 
1. Feudalism 




2. Groups of People

3. The Church 

4. Medieval Society

5. How the Middle Ages Ended

Each section must answer research questions by writing notes from the textbook and books provided in the Media Center.  After you have finished researching you must summarize your own notes in your own words, and then type your summaries following the directions below.  Finally, you must complete additional activities to further your knowledge on the topic. 
Read directions carefully; then reread the directions after completing each section.
II.  Typing Directions: Once your research is complete you will create a manuscript or book about the Middle Ages.  Be sure to include a Table of Contents of each section and the activity you have chosen to complete.
1.     Create a typed Title Page with name/date/period # and a color picture of something symbolic of the Middle Ages in Europe.
2.     Have a Table of Contents that lists the headings on each page and page number.  DO THIS VERY LAST AFTER YOU KNOW WHAT SUBJECT IS ON WHAT PAGE.  DO THIS LAST!
3.     Each page should have clear Topic and Activity headings (They are the underlined titles from instructions below.) 
 

4.     Create a bound book looking like it was made during the Middle Ages. (How to do this will be discussed in class later.) 

5.     When typing your research notes, please use Times New Roman in a 12-point font, double-spaced.  All pictures must be hand-drawn in color where instructed to do so; for others you may be allowed to download pictures.   Be sure to save files in a word format if you would like to open and print them at school.

#1   Feudalism

Summarize answers in paragraph form after taking notes.  Each underlined topic is to be used as a heading.

1. The Feudal System    (pgs. 335 – 337)

· Research and explain the history of the system:
- Where did it begin? When did it begin?  Who started it? 

- Why did it become a necessary system in Europe?
- Explain the relationship between lords, vassals and serfs – who gets what from whom?

- Explain how a manor works.  Who lives there and why? Describe its characteristics. (p.336 - 337) 

2.  People in the Feudal System (pgs. 335-340)

· Describe the living conditions of a noble, knight, and serf.  What were the daily responsibilities of each group?

3. Draw the Feudal Hierarchies of Japan and Europe side by side using two pyramids. 
4. Choose one Activity from the list below to put in your book:
· Draw and label a Manor showing its essential parts
· Create a Coat of Arms: see Teacher for the form
· Draw and label a Castle showing its essential parts

· Why did the Church start the Inquisition?

· Download and print 2 color examples of Medieval European art with a caption of the name and location underneath.
2. The First Universities:  (pg 361)
· Where were these first universities located?  Where does the word university come from?

· What subjects were studied at these early universities?

· What types of degrees could be earned at medieval universities? 

· Download and print 2 pictures of medieval universities with caption of the name and location 
underneath each picture
· Who was Thomas Aquinas?  Download and print a large color picture of Thomas Aquinas

· What was the language used by the church and universities during the Middle Ages?

· What is vernacular and what does it mean to use vernacular? 
· What are the early examples of vernacular languages in Europe?

Summarize answers in paragraph form after taking notes.  Each underlined topic is to be used as a heading.

1. The Black Death   (pgs. 365 – 366)
· What is a plague?

· What was the name of the plague that spread across Europe?

· Where did the plague first begin?

· How did the plague spread to or infect people? 
· How was the plague brought to Europe?

· Approximately, how many people died in Europe due to the plague?

· Why did Europeans think the plague happened to them, what reasons did they it happened to them?
· How did Europe’s economy change due to the plague? 

· How did the plague help end Feudalism, specifically the use of serfs?
· What were 5 supposed cures for the Black Death?
2. The Hundred Years’ War   (p.367)
· Why did the Hundred Years’ War start?

· Who was Joan of Arc and what influenced her to help free France?

· What affect did Joan of Arc have on her fellow French soldiers?

· Who captured Joan of Arc and what happened to her after her capture?

· What was the end result for the French and English in the Hundred Years’ War?
3. Choose one Activity to research and put in your book:
· Research and list at least 20 medieval cures for the Black Death, AND hand-draw a picture of your 5 favorite cures or remedies.
· Create a diagram using hand-drawn colored pictures that would show the symptoms people would have when they were infected with the Black Death.  Give a 6 –day, day-by-day break down, like a sequence chart: 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 6th day.
· Create a “Wanted” poster from the English point of view asking for the capture of Joan of Arc, with at least two reasons for wanting her captured.
Or
· Create a poster from the French point of view supporting Joan of Arc and how she rallied the French soldiers.  Show at least two ways she helped the French soldiers rally to win.
