On the motion of Trustee Smith and duly seconded, the following resolution was
adopted:

WHEREAS, Take Down Tobacco Day will be officially celebrated in every community
in America one day each year on April 15t; and

WHEREAS, this year Take Down Tobacco Day is focuses on bringing awareness to
tobacco companies aggressive marketing of deadly and addictive products while raking in
billions of dollars in profits. This activity urges the Federal Drug Administration (FDA) to ban
the sale of flavored tobacco products and their deadly appeal to youth; and

WHEREAS, tobacco, tobacco products, and nicotine use/abuse has continued to be
at epidemic stages, particularly with new and emerging trends/products; and

WHEREAS, it is imperative that a united effort of community members launch
visible tobacco, tobacco and nicotine prevention efforts to reduce the demand for tobacco
products; and

WHEREAS, business, government, law enforcement, schools, religious institutions,
service organizations, youth, medical, senior citizens, military, sports teams, and individuals
will demonstrate their commitment to tobacco-free, healthy lifestyles by challenging people
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to stop using tobacco products and help people to learn about the many tools they can use
to help them quit and stay quit on the Take Down Tobacco Day while bringing awareness to
the issue of deceptive marketing of deadly and addictive tobacco products;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Anaheim
Union High School District hereby supports April 1, 2025, as Take Down Tobacco Day in the
District and encourages its teachers, administrators, classified employees, and all staff to
use the date to stand up to the tobacco industry and join together at events highlighting the
harm and deadly toll of tobacco use. Take Down Tobacco Day is a national day of activism
that empowers youth to stand out, speak up, and seize control against Big Tobacco by
raising awareness of the problem of tobacco use; encourage youth to reject the tobacco
industry’s deceptive aggressive marketing to deadly and addictive products; by staying or if
using these products become tobacco-free; and urge elected officials to take action to
protect kids from tobacco.
